Many years ago, as one of the first projects  BCAGP be-

came involved with , the Schaeffer burial ground was 

restored.   Money was raised between descendants, 

grants and BCAGP.  

We noticed last year the  tree in the front began to 

knock in the wall, so we had it removed and rebuilt that 

section of the front wall.   At the same time we had the  

other side of the wall chipped and re pointed .   

Although the expense to remove trees professionally  is 

a lot, the cost of repairing and restoring walls is much 

greater.  There were a total of 3 trees removed for the 

safety of the burial ground.  More work will be needed 

but for now it is stable.   We sometimes receive criticism 

for removing trees.  But this is the reason we do this.
