We are 

soon going to be removing a tree that is actually causing the back wall to curve.

We recently sprayed a gentle biocide on the tombstones at the Knabb grave-

yard to make the stones more legible without causing any damage. The 

Wisniewski family does an excellent job taking care of this graveyard and has 

offered to follow-up if a second spraying is required.
